The Starter 


[<5 mins.  A fun activity, used to reinforce learning skills, moral values, codes of conduct etc.  Develops skills of participation & communication.  In spoken activities, encourage children to take ‘thinking time’ rather than opt out.]
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The Main Activity 


[<20 mins.  Discussion introduced as a class, which can then move into smaller groups/pairs.  Can be used to deliver aspects of curriculum, discuss & solve problems, devise action plans and set targets.  Develops skills of discussion & debate, participation and taking action together.  Pupils begin to generate multiple solutions to problems, learning to appreciate others’ opinions.]





The Plenary


[<5 mins.  Opportunity for positive feedback.  Encourage children to reflect on & evaluate the process of sharing ideas.  What did good listening/joining in look & sound like?  Pairs/groups feed back to the class about decisions & actions.


<5 mins.  Quiet game to close, e.g. from starters list.]
